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The purpose of the Club is: 
 
1. To provide a forum for participation and co-operation in activities associated with 

the ownership and operation of four wheel drive vehicles. 
 
2. To promote the safe and responsible operation of four wheel drive vehicles. 
 
3. To foster the enjoyment of the Australian Environment 
 
4. To observe and initiate practices in accordance with all government regulative 

departments when on an excursion. 
 
5. To promote the club as a responsible respected group. 
 
6. To foster and encourage responsible four wheel driving. 
 
7. To develop and encourage the improvement of driving skills amongst members. 
 
8. To organise and promote social activities amongst members. 
 
9. To affiliate with a statewide or national organisation having similar objectives and 

co-operate and participate in activities with clubs having a similar objective. 
 
 
Solely for the purpose of furthering the purposes set out above the Club shall have 
power: 
 
(a) To invest and deal with moneys of the Incorporated Association not immediately 

required in such manner as is from time to time thought fit; 
 
(b) To raise or borrow money upon such terms and in such manner as it thinks fit; 
 
(c) To secure the repayment of moneys so raised or borrowed or the repayment of 

debt or liability of the Incorporated Association by giving mortgages, charges or 
security upon or over all or any of the property of the Incorporated Association; 

 
(d) To do all such things as are incidental or conductive to the attainment of the 

purposes and the exercise of powers of the Incorporated Association; 
 
(e) To act as a Trustee and accept and hold upon trust real and personal estate. 

Provided however that the Association shall not have power as Trustee of a trust 
to do any act or thing that, if done by it otherwise than as Trustee, would 
contravene the provisions of the Act or Statement of Purposes or the Rules.
